Amersham (97-0) beat Fleet (96 all out) by 10 wickets
AMERSHAM recorded their most convincing victory of an increasingly successful season on Saturday - crushing Fleet without losing a wicket.
Chris Fleming (66 not out) and Andy Viney (26 not out) had little difficulty in knocking off the 97 required after the bowlers had again performed very effectively.

Elsewhere, Amersham's second XI drew with Wooburn Narkovians — Chris Cowley and Duncan Ward hitting half centuries - while the third team beat Chiswick and Latymer by six wickets.
Meanwhile, Amersham's first team have won the Maidenhead Advertiser Sunday League.
Unbeaten this season, the team have secured the title with three games remaining.
Teams Amersham have beaten during their impressive run include Farnham Royal, Burnham and Aston Rowant from the Home Counties Premier League, as well as North Maidenhead and Tiddington.
The team has posted an average score of 245 with the bat and has won four games by more than 100 runs.
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
