Ian bats his way into the records with unbeaten 157
A MAGNIFICENT unbeaten knock of 157 from Amersham thirds skipper Ian Rogers proved to be more than just a match winning innings on Saturday.
His breathtaking century against NPL Teddington -which included 19 fours and nine sixes - established him as the club's leading run scorer of all time.
When he had scored 103

he overhauled the total of 20,622 set by the late Peter Jackson.
The new record will stand for many years.
The only current player who could conceivably over​haul him is nearly 15,000 runs adrift.
Rogers, who has played for the club for 35 years, has had spells as captain of various sides, been the chairman, run colts sides

and been a genial presence around Shardeloes. His three children, Stuart, Alex and Jack, all play for the club.
Rogers deservedly stole the limelight, but there was also a classy knock of 70 from David Mackintosh in a partnership between the pair of 215 in just 29 overs.
Earlier, the leg breaks of Robbie Marsh restricted NPL to a total of 243-4.
