AMERSHAM bounced back from last week's defeat at Harefield in Thames Valley League Division one with a six-wicket home win over Maidenhead & Bray.
Put in to bat, the visitors scored a modest 125 all out in 45.3 overs at Shardeloes after a collapse when seven wickets fell for just 14 runs.
Tom Dixon (2-33) made the breakthrough with 30 runs on the board and a smart stumping from wicketkeeper Rob Viney accounted

for the second opener.
His brother Andy Viney (1-18) took the next wicket when the score had advanced to 65, inducing an edge which was caught by his broth​er behind the stumps.
But after a stand of 46 from Karan Kumar and Ryan Bezuidenhout, that took the total to 111, the wickets fell like ninepins.
Bezuidenhout holed out to the off-spin of Abhay Mayer (2-23) -Andy Viney taking a good catch moving backwards at mid-off.
Then   David   Atkinson   (3-25)

claimed three scalps in quick suc​cession. Mayer then claimed his second wicket thanks to a second sharp stumping from Rob Viney and a sharp runout by skipper Luke Jackson accounted for opposing captain James Coyne.
Elliot Ketteringham (48) and Andy Viney (19) put on 65 to take Amersham more than half way to their target. Despite the loss of four wickets, victory was never in doubt.
Richard Stephenson (39 not out) saw Amersham over the line in 28.3 overs.
